He is training to beat the cycling speed re-
cord in 2007.  This special opportunity for 
students to meet these three inspirational 
racers was just one of the many ways 
that the NPS Foundation strives to build    
community among students on campus. 

During WWII, people from many allied 
nations and varied walks of life (math-
ematicians, chess players and con men, 
for example) worked together to break 
the German enigma codes and the Impe-
rial Japanese naval code. Their combined 
efforts were very successful. In Britain, at 
a place called Bletchley Park, the “Ultra” 
decryption system was created, allowing 
the Allies to “get the drop” on German 
forces in battle, again and again. Against 
Japan, American “Magic” code breaking 
capabilities allowed the trap to be set that 
led to the great victory at Midway, and 
enabled other victories later in the war. 

Today we have curtailed some terrorists 
use of satellite and cell phones, but our 
adversaries still make wide, regular use 
of the Internet, to communicate and plan 
their heinous acts. Large sums of money 
are being spent in various ways in many

to the terrorists. There is no concentrated 
effort to pull everyone together as there 
was in WWII in breaking the German and 
Japanese codes. 

Recently a video conference was held with 
the Vice Chairman of the Joint Chiefs, 
Admiral Giambastiani. He agreed that the 
terrorists have been given too much of a 
“free ride” on the Internet, and wants to 
see this change. 

The Vice Chairman has assisted NPS to 
pull together leading thinkers in the world 
on the subject of cyberspace detection and  
tracking, and have met to discuss the vari-
ous possible paths forward. The goal of 
the workshop will be to craft a brief report 
for him that he can take to the Secretary of 
Defense for further action. 

The short conference will be hosted by 
NPSFI, and NPS faculty will be fully 
engaged as well. 

Hopefully this gathering will create the
