Vice Admiral Daniel T. Oliver USN (Ret.)wasappointedby the Secretaryof the Navy
to be Presidentof the Naval PostgraduateSchoolasof 1 April 2007. Commissioned
in 1966throughthe Naval ReserveOfficer Training Corpsprogramat the University of
Virginia, he becamea Naval Aviator and piloted the Navy’s P-3 Maritime Patrol
Aircraft, specializingin detectingand tracking submarines.He completedeight
operationaldeploymentsaroundtheworld during the Cold War with the SovietUnion,
commandingPatrol SquadronSixteenand PatrolWing Two. As a Flag Officer, he
servedasCommander,FleetAir ForcesMediterranean,andcommandedcoalition air
operationsin supportof the United Nations’ embargoof the former Republicof
Yugoslavia.

Vice Admiral Oliver servedon the personalstaffsof two Chiefs of Naval Operation. In
his first Flag assignmentasdirector,Total ForcesTraining and EducationDivision, he
supervisedmobilizationof naval reservistscalled to activeduty during Operation
DesertStorm. He laterservedsequentiallyasdirectorof the OPNAV Assessment
Division, FleetLiaison Division and ProgrammingDivision. In thesecapacities,hewas
instrumentalin shapinga balancedinvestmentprogramfor all Navy resourcesduring
the post-ColdWar drawdown.

In September1996,Vice Admiral Oliver becamethe Chief of Naval Personneland
DeputyChief of Naval Operationsfor Manpowerand Personnel.He wasthe primary
advocatefor Sailors,both officer andenlisted,from recruitmentthroughretirement. In
this position, he formulatedand institutedpersonnelpoliciesthat guidedthe Navy
througha critical transitionfrom a post-ColdWar drawdownto a steadystateforce.

After retiring from activeduty in February2000, he wasactive in the private sectoras
a seniorexecutiveandboardmemberof a numberof companiesand civic
organizations,mostly involved with governmentcontractingin the Information
Technologysector.

Vice Admiral Oliver holdsa Bachelor’sand a Master’sdegreefrom the University of
Virginia wherehe alsoservedasan associateprofessorof Naval Science.Vice

Dr. Ferrari’s researchis in the areasof signaland imageprocessing,medicalimaging
systems,computergraphicsand multi-mediasystems.His most recentresearchis in
the areaof splinecomputationsfor computergraphicsanddatacompression,where
he hasproducedextremelyefficient computationalprocedures.He recentlycreated
the 2-5-2 spline,a mathematicalbasisfunction suitablefor all splineapplicationsthat
hassuperiorpropertiesandcomputationaladvantagesoverconventionalB-splines.
Dr. Ferrariand his colleagueshaveusedthe new splinealgorithmsandconceptsin
the developmentof low powercircuits for high quality computergraphicsanddata
compressionin multimediasystems.
