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An Amateur or 
True Collector?

In the past four years, I have had 
the opportunity to either chair or assist 
six art auctions. At these auctions, my 
husband and I have also been caught 
up in the magic of bidding and purchas­
ing a watercolor, a signed and num­
bered lithograph and a serigraph. They 
are hung and displayea proudly in our 
home from duty station to duty station. 
They are a part of us - a reflection of 
our taste and personality. 

I can remember when we first began 
learning about galleries and the differ­
ent types of art, whether it was oil on 
canvas, lithographs, serigraphs, etch­
ing, etc. I must admit, we were a bit 
overwhelmed with the many mediums 
an artist uses to create his piece of art. 
At first, without any real education, we 

purchased our first serigraph and 
lithograph prints. We knew what we 
liked; it was soothing to our eyes, it 
reflected what we wanted to portray in 
our home and we felt that the purchase 
prices were below gallery prices. Be­
sides that, we had a ball braving our 
hands up in the air with our bids and 
finally hearing the auctioneer say, 
"Going once ... Going twice .. . Sold!" and 
realizing we were the new owners. 
What excitement...what fun ... and what 
beautiful pieces of art! 

The mediums in which an artist 
creates his original artwork are all un­
ique and extremely interesting. A 
lithograph is produced when the artist 
draws on a limestone slab with a 
grease crayon or tusche (liquid ink). 
Water is spread over the stone and 
covers only the undrawn areas. Ink is 

rolled over the stone, adhering to the 
greasy lines drawn by the artist but no 
those areas covered by the water. 
Paper is placed over the surface and 
a print is made in a special press. In 
the art world today, artists can use vari­
ous mediums, from zinc plates to ace­
tate sheets, in creating the finished 
lithograph. 

In an etching, the medium is a cop­
per or zinc plate coated with acid-re­
sisting varnish. The artist uses various 
tools to draw through the coating, so 
that when acid is applied, it etches only 
those areas where the resist has been 
removed, thus creating recesses. The 
finished plate is then printed. 

In an engraving, the artist uses a tool 
called a burin. He cuts his design di­
rectly into the surface of a metal plate, 
the plate is inked, placed in a press 
with a sheet of fine paper placed over 
it, and the resulting impression made 
is the finished engraving. 

Most of us are familiar with stencil­
ing; making serigraphs is similar. The

LA MESA SCHOOL 

The beginning of the second semes­
ter is always an exciting time for stu­
dents and staff members at La Mesa 
School. This one promises to be more 
exciting than usual because the Mon­
terey Peninsula Unified School District 
is looking into the possibility of locating 
a math and science "magnet school" 
here beginning in September 1984. 
Planning for this "magnet school" will 
be a major project for the remainder of 
this school year. 

The term "magnet school is used in 
a literal sense, since it is a school which 
is designed to attract students from 
outside our attendance area to enroll 
at La Mesa. The basic purpose of mag­
net schools is to provide for voluntary 
desegregation in school districts which 
have schools that are reacially iso­
lated. Since we are such a district, the 
magnet school concept has proven to 
be a successful program for reducinng 
racial isolation and providing substan­
tial improvements in' programs. 

As it is proposed forr La Mesa 
School, the Math/Science magnet 
would involve the transfer of fifty minor­
ity students to our school from other 
schools in the district. Combined with 
fifty of our own students, the magnet 
school would consist of two fourth and 
two fifth grade classes. These classes 
would be taught by a team of five 
teachers, one of whom would be a 
math and science specialist. In addi­
tion, extra science equipment and 
computers would be provided to in­
crease instruction in the areas of math 
and science. 

Although many details need to be 
clarified prior to the time that the mag­
net school is approved by the Board 
of Education for implementation, there 
is much excitement and great anticipa­
tion regarding the possibilities for such 
a program at our school. By the time 
the next issue of CLASSMATE is dis­
tributed, several details should be 
clarified so that they can be presented 
to the public.

Old Europe - a place as delightful and 
full of surprises as it's namesake. Lo­
cated in Pacific Grove at 663 Light­
house Avenue, Old Europe is in it's 
ninth year of operation. The owner and 
chef, Mr. Leitzunger, hails from Au­
stria. He and his Swiss wife, who is 
both hostess and waitress, make a 
built-in staff of charm and grace. Old 
Europe is especially recommended for 
the adventurous palate; one who en­
joys tantalizing his taste buds with new 
flavors in new and surprising combina­
tions. 

We especially enjoyed our hors 

d'oeuvres of Escargots Bourguignons, 
delicate snails in garlic butter, and 
Champignons Frits, mushrooms lightly 
breaded and fried with sauce Re­
moulade. 

A sampling from the dinner menu: 
Veau Scalopini Marsala, veal filet 
sauteed with shallots, marsala wine 
and topped with fresh mushrooms; 
Wiener Schnitzel, tender veal breaded 
and sauteed in butter; Caneton a 
l'Orange, half duckling roasted, served 
with Grand Marnier orange sauce; 
Sanglier aux Bourguignon, wild boar 
simmered in red wine sauce with mush 
rooms and onions; Entrecote a la Old 
Europe, New York steak seasoned 
with cracked black peppercorns and 
mushrooms; Crevettes au Vin Blanc, 
large prawns sauteed with a dash of 
garlic, white wine and cream, which I 
personally recommend. 

Before dinner, we whet our appetites

We sampled the Meringue Suchard, 
which was a crispy baked meringue 
filled with ice cream and chocolate 
sauce and the Souffle Glace Amaretto, 
a frozen souffle graced with almonds.

LOVE IS A WARM PUPPY AND MUCH MORE! 

The days of the city pound and das­
tardly dog catchers seem a part of the 
distant past after visiting Monterey 
County's 240 acre SPCA. Located on 
the Salinas Highway across from the 
Laguna Seca Raceway, this modern 
facility is picturesquely nestled in the 
natural setting of the California land­
scape. Founded in 1905, the MCSPCA 
is a national forerunner in the preven­
tion of cruelty to animals and the edu­
cation of the public regarding this topic. 
As a unique and progressive SPCA, 
the shelter offers five major programs 
including shelter adoption and rede­
mptions, animal control operations, 
humane education, spay-neuter 
surgeries, and wildlife rehabilitation to 
the Monterey community. It takes a 
staff of nearly 45 employees and an 
army of volunteers to keep the wheels 
of this finely tuned organization in mo­
tion. 

Over 12,000 animals pass through 
the center yearly and many playful 
puppies and kittens are adopted by 
families or returned to owners when 
lost. The coordination of these efforts 
is with the Shelter and Redemption Di­
vision. The Animal Control Operation 
Program rescues stranded and stray 
domestic animals and injured wildlife. 
The officers enforce leash and license 
laws as well as investigating animal 
cruelty complaints. The Spay-Neuter 
Surgeries Program prevents over­
population of unwanted dogs and cats. 
These services are provided at lower 
fees to encourage pet population con­
trol. 

Annually, the children of Monterey 
County have the opportunity to have a 
close encounter of the "beasty" kind 
as they attend fieldtrips at the SPCA's 
educational center or school visits from 
the staff of the Humane Education De­
partment. Summer Day Camp ac­
tivities and a Junior Volunteer Program 
for 12 to 17 year-olds are also provided 
for area youngsters. The Juniors as­
sist with dog walking, grooming, ba­
thing, etc. and work on community 
dog washes as their SPCA fun-

draiser. Your teen can catch the bus 
in La Mesa to the SPCA to volunteer 
in this worthwhile endeavor. 

The final program is the rehabilita­
tion of wildlife. In 1982, the 
$400,000.00 George Whittel Wildlife 
Rehabilitation Center was opened to 
help injured and orphaned wild ani­
mals. 2,195 animals alone were 

treated during the last year. Among the 
many animals that have been cared 
for there, P.P. (Poor Prognosis) , the 
sea otter, found last year during Mon­
terey's stormy season has brought a 
great deal of attention to the center. 
The little fellow has been lovingly hand­
raised by the staff and volunteers and

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On the trail . . . 
JACKS PEAK REGIONAL PARK 

The trail leads up through the pines. 
It is early. The fog condenses along 
the needles of the Monterey pines, 
clinging in diamond-like drops to the 
lichen. 

Looking north to the Monterey Bay, 
the crescent of shore line curls into the 
mist and looking down we see, nearly 
hidden amongst the trees, certain red­
tiled roofs - Hermann Hall , NPS. The 
Wharf, the Presidio and Defense Lan­
guage Institute, each in its own turn, 
appear reduced to toy-size. 

Looking south, the Carmel River's 
mouth gleams softly below us; valley 
farms help pinpoint the resort city along 
the bay. The mission's basilica rises 
through the greenery. And across the 
valley, Point Lobos imd the hills slide 
off in the clouds toward Big Sur. 

Closer now, almost at our feet, rab­
bits and quail scamper across the trail. 
This is Jacks Peak Regional Park. 

At 1 068 feet above sea level Jacks 
Peak is the highest point on the Mon­
terey Peninsula. From the peak it is 
possible to see, on a clear day, as far 
north as Moss Landing and as far south 
as Point Lobos. The 525 acres of park 
surrounding Jacks Peak and bearing 
its name enjoy a protected status. No 
hunting. No fires . 

Jacks Peak gets its name from a 
Scottish immigrant, David Jacks. In 
some areas, Jacks is credited with the 
development of our very own Monterey 
Jack cheese. What is documented is 
that David Jacks, who arrived in Mon­
terey in 1850, managed to acquire a 
considerable fortune through land 
speculation and various other busi­
ness enterprises. The park property 
was acquired by the county through 
public subscription and matching 
county and federal funds. The park re­
cently enjoyed its tenth birthday. 

There are about four miles of trails 
in the park and in the interests of short 
legs we chose one of the shortest, the 
Jacks Peak and Skyline Nature Trail. 
This trail leads up to the peak and then 
separates into two trails. The Nature 
Trail has a brochure with explanations 
of various flora, fauna and scenic 
sights which are marked and num­
bered along the trail. This is the first 
trail we've come across which has, at 
the outset, a marked and labeled patch 
vI poison oak, for those of us who may 
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by Marie Johnson 
have trouble recognizing the profuse 
plant. 

There is quite an abundance of 
wildlife in the park: deer, bobcat, 
coyote, fox, raccoon , rabbits, and other 
rodents and birds. Moving at a pace 
designed not to strain two-year-old 
legs, we flushed six brush rabbits, (a 
small greyish rabbit with a white tail) , 
a half dozen quail, two hummingbirds, 
but no deer. A couple of jays at the 
picnic area decided that our peanut 
butter and jelly was not up to their usual 
fare and after a brief inspection of said 

sandwich, clutched in a grimy little 
hand, departed for more generous ta­
bles. 

How to Get There: From La Mesa, 
a right turn on Aguajito Road to 
Monhollan (the first left after the Sylvan 
Road entrance to La Mesa); turn left 
onto Monhollan and follow it to Jacks 
Peak Drive. Turn right and follow the 
road up into the park. From Seaside, 
Salinas, etc. take Highway 68 to 
Olmstead and follow the signs to Jacks 
Peak. The park has an entrance fee of

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Family Fun: 
Whale Watching! 

by Jeannine Cot ner 
The Monterey Peninsula has some-

thing to offer everyone.There are so 
many different things to do. But, one 
annual event that should interest all 
and that should not be missed is whale 
watching. 

Mid-December to mid-April is peak 
whale watching season in the Mon­
terey Peninsula area. From December 
to late February, the great grey whales 
migrate from their Alaskan feeding 
grounds south to the shallow lagoons 
of Baja California, where they mate 
and bear calves. From March to early 
May, the whales make the return trip 
with their newborn to the Arctic seas. 

The grey whale is a baleen whale. 
There are two kinds of whales: toothed 
whales and baleen whales. Baleen are 
the comblike bristles in the whale's 
upper jaw, which the whale uses as a 
strainer when it feeds. The whale's ton­
gue pushes the water from its mouth 
through the baleen, leaving plankton, 
small fish and krill (tiny shrimp-like cre-

They will remain in the warm waters of 
the lagoon for one to two months, until 
the calf is ready to make the trip to the 
Arctic seas. 

The adult grey whales are forty to 
fifty-five feet in length and average one 
ton per foot. They are black or slate­
grey with many white spots and 
patches. These patches are either bar­
nacles imbedded in the skin of the

killer whales, sharks, and man. 
The California grey whale population 

has been fully protected by North 
American, Japanese, and Soviet whal­
ers since 1947.

Family Fun: 
Whale Watching!

The Monterey Peninsula has some-

thing to offer everyone. There are so 
many different things to do. But, one 
annual event that should interest all 
and that should not be missed is whale 
watching. 

Mid-December to mid-April is peak 
whale watching season in the Mon­
terey Peninsula area. From December 
to late February, the great grey whales 
migrate from their Alaskan feeding 
grounds south to the shallow lagoons 
of Baja California, where they mate 
and bear calves. From March to early 
May, the whales make the retum trip 
with their newborn to the Arctic seas. 

The grey whale is a baleen whale. 
There are two kinds of whales: toothed 
whales and baleen whales. Baleen are 
the comblike bristles in the whale's 
upper jaw, which the whale uses as a 
strainer when it feeds. The whale's ton­
gue pushes the water from its mouth 
through the baleen, leaving plankton, 
small fish and krill (tiny shrimp-like cre­
atures) in its mouth. 

During the summer months, the 
whales eat steadily, building a layer of 
blubber six to fourteen inches thick. 
This layer of blubber will sustain them 
during their long trek south. 

The whales travel between 5,000 to 
6,000 miles from the Arctic seas to 
Baja California. The trip takes about 
six weeks with the whales traveling 
sixty to eighty miles a day. They travel 
in , small groups, known as ' pods. A 
female grey whale will travel with two 
males south to Baja, where she will 
mate with the larger male. This is one 
type of pod. Other pods consist of 
juvenile whales traveling together and 
pregnant females going to bear calves. 

The female grey whale will mate one 
year and the following year will return 
to the lagoons and give birth to a single 
calf. The new calf will be between 14 
to 16 feet in length and will weigh ap­
proximately 100 pounds per foot. The 
new calf must surface immediately to 
breathe or it will drown. Often, other 
young whales will nudge the calf to the 
surface, so it can breathe quickly. 

The calf will nurse for as long as a 
year, staying close to its mother all 
along. The calf nuzzles up to its mother 
and she squirts the milk into its mouth. 

They will remain in the warm waters of 
the lagoon for one to two months, until 
the calf is ready to make the trip to the 
Arctic seas. 

The adult grey whales are forty to 
fifty-five feet in length and average one 
ton per foot. They are black or slate­
grey with many white spots and 
patches. These patches are either bar­
nacles imbedded in the skin of the 
whale or scars from encounters with 

killer whales, sharks, and man. 
The California grey whale population 

has been fully protected by North 
American, Japanese, and Soviet whal­
ers since 1947. It is the only whale 
population that, once depleted, has 
shown any recovery. There are be­
tween 11 ,000 and 13,000 grey whales 
in existence today.

I hesitated to devote a column exc­
sively to "sweet treats", especially at 
a time when work-out books nearly out­
number cookbooks (curses!) on 
bookstore shelves. However, February 
is the month of the Valentine, after all. 
What greater excuse could there be to 
concoct a lovely confection for an ever­
jogging sweetheart? 

If you are rushed, substitute a can 
or two of prepared cherry pie filling for 
the topping of this torte. The result will 
be a bit sweeter than the homemade 
version. 
Cherry Torte 
Crust 
Mix well : V2 cup butter, t '/. cup flour, 
and 2 Tbsp. sugar. Pat into 8" X " pan 
and bake 25 minutes at 3500 F. Bake 
slightly shorter time if using a glass 
pan. 
Custard 
Mix one package instant vanilla pud­
ding with 1 % cup cold milk (use electric 
mixer). Pour over cooled crust. 
Topping 
1 can sour cherries (2 cans make a 

more generous topping) 
% cup sugar 
2% Tbsp. cornstarch 

Strain juice from cherries. Cook 
juice, sugar and starch, stirring con­
stantly, until thickened. Pour hot mix­
ture over custard. Chill several hours, 
or overnight. 

When nurses have a spare minute, 
I have found that many of them either 
"talk shop" or exchange recipes. How 
else could we run our little legs off and 
still manage to gain a few pounds? 
Here are a few offerings from my 
former nursing cronies. The first is the 
simplest baked cheesecake I've run 
across. The second is a marvelous, 
easy pastry that will delight any sweet 
tooth. 
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Max's Super Cheese Pie 
8" unbaked graham cracker crust 
12 oz. softened cream cheese 
2 eggs 
% cup granulated sugar 
% tsp. vanilla 

Preheat oven to 3500 F. With electric 
mixer at high speed, beat cheese, 
eggs, sugar and vanilla until smooth 
and creamy. Turn into crust. Bake 35 
minutes. Top with fruit, fruit glaze, or 
whatever you prefer. 

• Norwegian Pastry 
Boil : 1 cup water and % cup butter 

or margarine 
Add: 1 cup flour all at once. Stir 
quickly until batter forms a ball. 
Remove from heat. 
Beat in: (using electric mixer) 3 
eggs, one at a time, beating well 
after each addition. 

Spread batter in two strips on 
greased cookie sheet. Flatten slightly. 
6ake at 4000 F. for 15 minutes. Reduce 
heat to 3500 and bake about 20 min­
utes more, until golden brown. Glaze 
with powdered sugar glaze and 
sprinkle with V2 cup chopped nots. Al­
monds or walnuts are especially good 
on this. 

Finally, here is a little something for 
the hard core chocoholic. 
Chocolate Chiffon Pie 
% cup evaporated milk, cliilled in 

freezer. 
prepared and baked 9" pastry or 
graham cracker pie shell 

1 egg yolk 
% cup sugar 
% cup milk 
1 package plain gelatin 
3 squares Baker's chocolate 
pinch of salt 

Cream last six ingredients together 
and cook in double boiler until mixture 
starts to thicken. 

Whip evaporated milk until as thick 
as whipping cream. Fold evaporated 
milk into chocolate mixture. Do this 
gently; do not beat. Pour into pie crust 
and chill �~�e�v�e�r�a�l� hours. Before serving, 
top with whipped cream and chocolate 
shavings, if desired. 

My sister-in-law Chris is one of those 
disgusting individuals who can polish 
off a chocolate mousse in nothing flat 
and still maintain a lovely complexion 
and trim figure. Here is one of her fa­
vorite desserts. It keeps well in the 
freezer, but don't count on it being 
there for long! 
Mint Ice Cream Dessert 

For crust, mix '/3 cup melted ·mar­
garine or butter with 24-30 crushed 
chocolate area cookies. Press into 9" 
X 13" pan and chill. 

Top crust with nearly V2 gallon mint 
(or flavor of your choice) ice cream, 
softened. Cover ice cream with cooled 
chocolate topping, below, and freeze 
till hardened. Cut into squares and 
serve topped finally with whipped 
cream.

see are spouts of water, which appear 
as the whale exhales. The whale 
breathes air through its blowholes, a 
kind of nostril which is located on top 
of its head. The whale's warm breath 
gushes out of its blowhol.es, hits the 
cooler air and forms a cloud of mist (a 
spout). After spouting, the whale in­
hales and closes its blowholes. Water 
then stays out of its nostrils as it dives. 

There will be three to four spouts of 
water, three to four minutes apart. Dur­
ing this time, the head of the whale will 
break the surface. On the third or fourth 
spout, the whale will sound and de­
scend to great depths. It is at this time 
that you will see the entire body of the 
whale and the flip of its tail as it dives. 
The whale will surface again after ten 
to fifteen minutes. 

Some good locations to whale watch 
from are: Point Pinos at Asilomar, Cyp­
ress Point Lookout on Seventeen Mile 
Drive and Bird Island at Point Lobos 
State Reserve. 

We took a whale cruise at Mon­
terey's Fishermen's Wharf. Cruises 
are scheduled daily with five different 
tour operators on the wharf. The 
cruises last 1 'h to 2 '/2 hours. The fare 
is $8.00 for adults and $5.00 for chil­
dren. We took our 3 ';' year old , 2 V2 
year old and 9 month old daughters. 
There was no charge for them. How­
ever, sorrie of the operators will charge 
$2.50 for younger children. Cruises will 
continue until April 15. It would be wise 
to make reservations in advance by 
calling or going to the wharf the day 
before you wish to go.

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CREATIVE CRAFTS CORNER 

In keeping with our historical theme 
for this month's magazine, what could 
be more historical than an art or culture 
that began back in the pre-Christianity 
pagan times in the Ukraine. The art of 
colored Easter eggs, or Pysanky, as 
they are called , originated during 
Pagan times and symbolized the re­
birth of the earth out of winter into 
spring, promising new hope, life, health 
and prosperity. 

The pagan rituals revolved around 
the egg, which was said to have great 
power. The Ukranian families spent 
many evenings during the long cold 
winter months decorating their eggs 
which would be given out during the 
spring festivals. With the beginning of 
Christianity, these spring rituals were 
absorbed into the Christian celebra­
tions of Lent and Easter. At that time 
the emphasis shifted to God and the 
resurrection of Christ, and the egg be­
came a symbol of love and pride of a 
family, and was considered a trea­
sured gift when bestowed upon some­
one. 

Though families often kept a bowl of 
pysanky around the home all year to 
keep the family safe and healthy, the 
eggs were predominately decorated to 
be given as gifts marking the end of a 
very strict Lenten period. The homes 
were whitewashed both inside and out,

and then the kitchen was painted with 
bright colorful designs because this 
was where the family would spend 
much of the time. The family went to 
many special church services, known 
as recollection services, often lasting 
several hours. During most of the Holy 
Week the family spent most of their 
time preparing food for the Easter 
feasts. Each family brought a basket 
to the Resurrection Mass on Saturday 
night. This mass often lasted 2 to 3 
hours. The baskets contained a rich 
round bread with dough ornaments, 
several hard-boiled eggs (krashanky) , 
meats and cheeses, and pysanky. A 
candle was lit in each basket to signify 
new life, and the Priest sprinkled all 
with holy water. After this lengthy religi­
ous service, the families would meet 
out front and exchange embraces and 
the decorated Easter eggs, while 
young people danced and sang. A 
young lady always saved her nicest 
pysanky for her favorite beau. 

The pysanky are decorated by an 
involved wax technique similar to 
Batik. The hot wax is put on the un­
cooked egg with a stylus called a 
"kistka". The egg is then dipped in the 
lightest color dye. More wax is applied, 
covering the parts of the egg which will 
will remain the light color, then the egg 
is dipped in the next darkest color. This 

process continues until all the designs 
are on the egg, usually resulting in an 
egg with three to five colors on it. After 
the last dipping, the wax is melted off 
and the dye is set with a hard glaze. 
With this careful treatment of the eggs, 
the pysanky will last indefinitely. 

There is a lot of symbolism in the 
designs used on the eggs. Many of the 
sections of the Ukraine had their own 
" regional" designs, but all seemed to 
center around religious, plant, animal, 
and geometric designs. The dyes used 
by the Ukranians were all made from 
natural fibers; yellow from onion skins; 
red from deer horn; green from wild 
elderberries; and black from dark 
periwinkles, just to name a few. 

This craft came to America with the 
immigrants and has become a dying 
art. Because of people like Emily 
Thompson, the art is seeing a revival. 
Emily has been creating pysanky for 
about six years, having always enjoyed 
the eggs her mother-in-law began col­
lecting for her fifteen years ago. Emily 
learned to dye the eggs from a 90 year­
old Ukrainian man and has enjoyed'the 
art ever since. Her class consists of 
two sessions where you work with both_ 
a manual and an electric stylus to apply 
your wax. You go home with two 
brightly decorated eggs to include

When you hear the name Abraham 
Lincoln, what do you think of? How 
about a boy reading by the firelight, a 
tall, gawky man with a stovepipe hat, 
.a darkhorse, a great statesman, the 
Gettysburg Address, Honest Abe? 
Personal stories can bring added life 
and insight into the memory of a per­
son. Let's look at a few about Abe: 

When young Lincoln joined the San­
gamon (IllinOIS) militia during the Black I 
Hawk War, his Colonel was a little fel­
low about four feet three inches tall. 
Abe himself was unusually tall , but he 
tended to walk with a slouch in those 
days. The Colonel dressed him down 
for sloppy posture.

THE BOOKWORKS: (667 Lighthouse 
Ave.)-This is similar to the Thunder· 
bird Bookstore in Carmel. It's a homey 
bookstore with a good stock of books, 
and a nice little coffee shop looking out 
onto Lighthouse Avenue. This is a 
good place to buy a book for the child 
you have in tow, and to sit down your· 
self and relax with a cup of tea. 
MUSEUM: (corner of Central and 
Forest)-I do not know the name of this 
museum - when I visited it was still 
being constructed and I entered 
through a side door. The front entr­
ance, on Central , has a large whale in 
a prone position at street level. This is 
easily the best place to take the kids 
in Pacific Grove. There are stuffed sea 
otters, birds, deer, hawks, small 
wildlife, and even a wild boar. Exam· 
pies of shells, undersea life, butterflies, 
rocks, and crabs, among other things, 
are shown in detail and variety. All dis· 
plays, including the one of ancient 
man, are made of materials found in 
this area. With the aquarium not sched· 

uled to open for nearly a year, it's a 
good idea to bring the children here to 
help familiarize them with the environ· 
ment in which they live. Admission is 
free, but there is a box for donations. 
CREATIVE CRAFTS: (corner of Foun· 
tain and Central)-For all the other 
crafts not covered in one of the other 
shops mentioned here, this shop has 
everything else. Cake and cookie 
supplies, stitching supplies (Bates 
floss) , magnets, stencils, and other 
project supplies are all available.

artist uses a tightly-stretched screen, 
often of silk, blocking out the area he 
does not want printed by filling the sc­
reen mesh with a resist. Through the 
remaining open mesh, ink is forced 
onto paper placed under the screen 
and the finished print is a serigraph. 

In place of a metal plate, a wooden 
block is the artist's medium for a wood­
cut. It is similar to the engraving pro­
cess. The artist uses sharp tools to cut 
his design into the block's surface, and 
the image is printed from the surface 
left in relief when it is inked and run 
through a press with a paper placed 
on it. 

Obviously, there is more to be 
learned about art than I can tell you.

mother?" "The mother is dead," some­
one told him. "Then," said Lincoln, pet­
ting the little one, "she can't grieve as 
many a poor mother is grieving for a 
son lost in battle. " Gathering the other 
two kittens in his hands, he put them 
on his lap, stroked their fur, and, ac­
cording to General Horace Porter, said 
gently, "Kitties, thank Goa you are 
cats, and can't understand this terrible 
strife that is going on. " And to Colonel 
Theodore Bowers he said, "Colonel , I 
hope you will see that these poor little 
motherless waifs are given plenty of 
milk and treated kindly." On several 
occasions afterward Porter noticed 
Lincoln fonding these kittens. "He 
would smooth their coats," according 
to Porter, "and listen to them purring 
their gratitude to him." A curious sight 
it was, Porter thought, "at an army 
headquarters, upon the eve of a great 
military crisis in the nation's history, to 
see the hand which had affixed the sig­
nature to the Emancipation Proclama­
tion and had signed the commissions 
from the general-in-chief to the lowest 
lieutenant tenderly caressing three 
stray kittens. "
